Use this guide to learn how you can encourage 
learning at home, practice postive guidance, and find resources  
and people that can help in your community . 

Learning at Home 
You are your child’s first and most important teacher. Engaging in back and forth  
conversations and snuggles are great for creating the foundation for learning. The Colorado Early 
Learning and Development Guidelines have many examples to help you learn about the skills  
children can demonstrate by their age and how you can help them.

Positive Guidance 
Children thrive in calm and nurturing environments. Your child’s behavior may challenge you 
and that is okay. Changes in routine can be stressful for your child. Children show they are 
upset through their behavior. Pause, breathe, then respond. 

Food Resources 

People Who Can Help 

There are caring people in your community that can help 
connect you to resources like child care,  
mental health or rent assistances. 

Healthy foods support brain development in the early years of life. There are programs that can help 
you access healthy foods and provide ideas for child-friendly meals. Children gain amazing skills in the 
kitchen that include language development, counting, practicing shape recognition and most impor-
tantly, connecting with you. 

Let’s Talk About It
As a parent of a young child, you may be asking, “How do I even help my child process the world 
around them?” Focus on what you know and what you can do now. Think about what brings you joy. 
Read or tell stories, allow your child to ask questions as a way from them to process  
information. And, it is ok if you do not have all the answers.
